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The 57th Golden Horseshoe Ride

A Tribute
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Welcome
In 1965 two great friends came together with an idea to test the “knowledge and fitness of riders and encouraging the better conditioning and care of horses” by establishing a long-distance ride, in the spirit of the Tevis Cup which had recently started in America.

Colonel Michael Picton Ansell was appointed Companion of the Distinguished Service Order in 1944 but was shortly after was wounded in the hand and eyes by ‘friendly’ fire, blinding him permanently and he lost all 4 fingers on his left hand. Not only that but he became a Prisoner of War too. Despite these trials he made it home and was a staunch supporter of equestrian disciplines. The Golden Horseshoe Ride is probably one of his lesser-known achievements – he is more readily associated with the Horse of The Year Show which celebrated its 75th anniversary this year.

Ronald Duncan was South African born but moved to London with his family during World War One. He eventually made his home in North Devon and was known as a farmer, horse breeder and most importantly, a poet. Most equestrians know him for the poem ‘The Horse’ which was written at Col Ansell’s request for the Horse of the Year Show. It has become an anthem for the UK Endurance world too…being read at the beginning of each Gala Dinner night. Every horseperson can relate to the evocative images the poem provokes.

These two men came together and persuaded the British Horse Society and the Sunday Telegraph to get behind a 50-mile ride from Malmesmead to Duncan’s home at Welcombe in Devon. This route crossed moorland and followed roads and tracks. It was so popular, entries reached capacity at over 100 and had to close several weeks early. Horse transport wasn’t as easy as it is now, with some coming by train or by hacking great distances (from Surrey for example) just to get to the start line!

The first ride rules were simple; complete the 50 miles, pass the vet check and go at least 7.5mph to get a Gold Award – so many people got a gold award some had to wait for additional trophies to be made. Anyone going slower were given a bronze horseshoe. There was no minimum speed.

We had hoped to recreate that original route but unfortunately there are housing estates in the way and the CPs are in what would now be considered dangerous road junctions. Instead, our team of Amanda Hamley, Jo Woodman and Neil Arnold have devised a 50-mile route from Treborough, winding to Ellicombe for a halfway vetting and onto the Exford Showground to finish. This is the 2025 Golden Horseshoe Ride – a one-day 50-mile (or 80km) ride like the original. We have some support classes on both days for those that still want to be part of this very special occasion. 

To still be going strong with only 3 years missed (change of Ride Organiser and COVID) is something very special…we hope we can get it to its 70th birthday! 

For those taking part – please take a moment to reflect on this wonderful example of Endurance – not only the ridden aspect, but the commitment of those past and present who have kept this ride as a firm favourite on the calendar. And we, the organising team, thank each and every one of you for being here to keep that spirit alive.

The Golden Horseshoe Ride 2025 - Classes

Class 1 – The Golden Horseshoe

A ride of 80km (50 mile) over a linear route. This is a special class to celebrate 60 years since
the inception of the Golden Horseshoe Ride

Class 2 – The Golden Clench

A ride of 40km over a linear route starting at the vet gate for Class 1. Open to
Open and Advanced combinations only

Class 3 – The Golden Team Event

An opportunity to ride as a relay team over the 80km linear route. No-one has
opted to complete this class

Class 4 – The Exmoor Stag

A ride of 120km over two days; Day 1 follows the 80km linear route and entrants
will be eligible for the Golden Horseshoe prizes. Day 2 follows a 40km circular
route from Exford Showground

Class 5 – The Otter

A ride of 40km over a circular route for Open and Advanced combinations

Class 6 – The Otter Cub

A ride of 40km over a circular route for Novice combinations

Class 7 – Bambi

A ride of 25km over a circular route open to everyone

Class 8 – Fawn

A ride of 16km over a circular route open to everyone
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Awards

All competitive classes will be scored according to the Golden Horseshoe Ride
Criteria. Successful combinations will be awarded GOLD, SILVER, BRONZE or
COMPLETION in line with their average speed:

· Gold 12kph or over
· Silver 10.5kph or over
· Bronze 9.5kph or over
· Completion 8/9kph depending on level

Minimum speed for completion for Open/Advanced classes is 9kph and for the Novice class 8kph and this must be maintained each day.

If you are doing a multi-day ride and are below the minimum speed on day one you will be eliminated. You cannot be awarded a higher award than what you finish with on the first day of the class.

Penalty Points

The first heart rate reading (i.e. before the trot up) taken at the end of the class or each day for multiday classes, will be used as the basis for the awarding of penalty points. Penalty points may be incurred for heart rate only.

· Heart rate of 58 or less – no penalty
· Heart rate of 59 – 64 – one penalty
· Heart rate of 65 or more – elimination

A penalty drops the overall award by one place (e.g. Gold to Silver)

Endurance GB Trophy Points

As grade are not used for the GHR, trophy points are awarded as follows:

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The Margaret Evans Memorial Trophy
This trophy has very kindly been donated for the 60th Anniversary year of the Golden Horseshoe Ride for the winner of the 80km class, which this year has been set as a linear route to most closely recreate the ride as it was in its original form.
The trophy is the one of the original trophies won by Margaret Evan’s Russian Arab stallions LISTOPAD (Pomeranets/Laba) and NAPLYV (Pomeranets/Nitochka). They were ridden in the inaugural 1965 Golden Horseshoe Ride by herself and her stud groom Bill Pettigrew respectively and both gained Gold Awards.
Margaret was a stalwart of the Arab Horse Society and breeding was her passion, initially using Crabbet Arabians and standing at stud, amongst others KAMI (Iridos/Kabara), bred by Miss Gladys Yule. She also loved racing and was a steward for many years at AHS races.
Margaret passed away in 2009 and her trophies were passed into the care of Diana Whittome, who was another hugely respected Arabian breeder and an integral part of the AHS for many years. In honour of her many years of service to both the Arabian horse and AHS Diana was the first ever recipient of the AHS Lifetime Achievement Award in 2023.
Diana sadly passed away last year and care of the trophies passed to her sister Libby Whittome who kindly brought this trophy down to Exmoor recently to donate for award at this year’s ride. Libby is herself a breeder of Arabian horses but also competed to top level in endurance rides, including the Golden Horseshoe and also the very first one day 100mile event run by the EHPS.
Sadly with a mare due to foal and living up in Scotland Libby is unable to be here herself to present the trophy on behalf of her sister. However, she very much felt that in this Anniversary year particularly it was important that the trophy continues to be awarded to endurance riders who successfully compete with their horses for 80km over Exmoor.

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A Golden piece of history…
We thought we would look back at a previous Ride Organiser to bring you some history of the Golden Horseshoe and who better than the lady who saw the Golden Horseshoe Ride to it’s 50th Anniversary. 10 years on we are honoured that Barbara and Ian are still involved with the Golden Horseshoe Ride and look forward to seeing them over this weekend….
We bet you didn’t know some of the gems in this story!
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AI-generated content may be incorrect.]Barbara started endurance (or long-distance riding as it was called then) back in 1984 and attended the Golden Horseshoe for the first time in the same year.  The following year she returned and was awarded a Gold award with her first horse Shushumi.


She continued competing herself, as well as crewing daughter Nic, through the 80s, 90s and into the early 00s, returning to the Horseshoe virtually every year as either competitor, crew or spectator.

Of her many major achievements Barbara competed in multiple major rides the length and breadth of the country, and came 7th out of a large class, at the Summer Solstice in 1988 at Hexham.

She was also a team selector for Team GB!

She bred two endurance horses from Shushumi - El Shurim and Dazzler's Mischief - successfully competing both, and in 1996 she rode for several days with Bob Champion on his Ride for Life, joining the finale of the ride to parade down The Mall and meet the Queen in the Royal Mews.

Barbara loved The Golden Horseshoe, with its varied terrain and beautiful landscape.  The pull of Exmoor was so strong, that in 2003 she realised her dream of moving to live there.  Her new horse Bletsoe Royal Marie achieved a Gold in the Exmoor Stag in 2004, and a Silver in the Horseshoe class in 2006, before Barbara moved from competing to organising, taking over running the Golden Horseshoe from 2007, up to the 50th anniversary in 2015.  During this time Barbara became rather well known locally, with anyone who is anyone knowing her, and landowners still ask after her to this day.
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She is now looking forward to supporting the event on its incredible 60th Anniversary, so do wave and say hello to her if you see her out and about at the venue.
